	        Fictional representations of the life of Christ are usually controversial. Writers’ interpretations often question traditional teachings of religion. 
One famous example is the 1951 novel The Last Temptation of Christ, which is a life of Christ told from Jesus’s point of view. Rather than debating the historical events of his life, the novel depicts Jesus very much as a real, everyday person. In it, Jesus faces (and overcomes) every form of human temptation, such as fear, doubt, depression, and lust. Simply showing his life experience in this way was very controversial, and even today the best-selling book is often banned by schools. The famous American director Martin Scorcese made a film of the novel, and it was released in 1988. There were protests against the film before it was even finished. 

In such controversial cases, it seems that protestors often believe writers and filmmakers to be teachers of religion, rather than what they are—artists telling stories.

	While ageism—an unfair preference for the young—is certainly a common problem, there is also a reverse form of it. This is called adultism, and it describes the preference for more “adult,” or more physically mature, people. Thus, it works against the young, and particularly against teens. 

Adultism is noticeable in situations where low-level job skills, often at entry-level positions, are required. Some people in authority, including employers, seem to think that no teen will be responsible enough to handle even a simple task. But adultism also occurs in high-skill, highly paid, positions. However, companies favoring older workers against more skilled younger workers put themselves at risk of becoming outdated. 

Nevertheless, despite the adultism phenomenon, it remains true that conventional ageism is usually the greater problem.
