· Reversing letters, such as b for d
Not all children who show these symptoms have dyslexia. Some may simply be having trouble adjusting to school, while others may have other kinds of learning disabilities. If your child has trouble making friends, remembering series of words (like the days of the week), or remembering the names of people and places, he or she may have a learning disability. The only way to know for sure is to see a specialist, who can test your child and offer advice.
