	Ginger Duck

· 1 duck 

· 1 onion, peeled and cut in half

· 2 stalks celery, cut into 3-inch long pieces

· 2 teaspoons ground ginger

· 1/2 cup sugar

· 1/2 cup soy sauce

· 1 teaspoon sea salt

· 1/2 cup rice wine

1. Stuff the duck with the onion and celery. Place the duck, breast side up, in a large soup pot with enough water to half cover it. Add the ginger and bring to a boil. Cover and cook for one hour on low heat.

2. After 1 hour, turn the duck over. Add the sugar, soy sauce, and salt. Continue cooking for another hour. Turn off the heat and when the duck is cool enough to handle, remove it carefully from the pot and place it in a roasting pan. Cover and refrigerate until the next day. 

3. Day 2- Preheat your oven to 350°F. Add the rice wine to the roasting pan with the duck and place in the oven. Roast uncovered for 30 to 45 minutes. The duck is done when it is heated through and the skin is golden-brown.
