	What is the most important holiday in Christendom?  According to the New Encyclopedia Britannica, it isn’t Christmas, but rather Easter, which is the “principal festival of the Christian Church Year, celebrating the Resurrection of Jesus Christ on the third day after his Crucifixion.”  However, many sincere people have pondered what the Easter Bunny and chocolate or colored eggs have to do with the resurrection of Jesus Christ.  In truth, they have nothing to do with it at all.  Rather, they have to do with spring fertility rites practiced by pagans long before Jesus even came to earth, died and was resurrected.  A study of the Gospel accounts and the New Testament will reveal not one instance where Jesus, his followers at that time, or any of the first-century Christians celebrated Easter.  In fact, the name Easter doesn’t even appear in the Bible.  Rather, as the book Seasonal Feasts and Festivals states, “It was apparently not until towards the end of the fourth century in Jerusalem that Good Friday and Easter Day were kept as separate commemorations.”   
Where, then, does the name Easter come from?  The book Medieval Holidays and Festivals tells us that “the holiday is named after the pagan Goddess of the Dawn and of Spring, Eostre.”

Therefore, a little thinking on the matter would seem to reveal that, in a manner of speaking, the celebration of Easter is not honoring Christ but rather an earlier pagan goddess.
