	Vanilla is used as a flavoring in pastries, desserts, and baked goods, and is also a popular ingredient used in coffees, perfumes, cigars, and pipe tobaccos. But did you know that vanilla is actually the fruit of an orchid plant? Inside these fruits are the beans that are used to create vanilla flavoring. There are actually 110 different kinds of vanilla orchids, but only one, Vanilla planifolia, produces the fruit that is used to make commercial vanilla. Vanilla planifolia is grown in tropical climates. It is mainly grown in Mexico, Tahiti, and Indonesia, with three-fourths of the world's supply coming from Madagascar.

After six months of growth, the fruits are ready to be picked. Once they are picked, they must go through a treatment process that lasts another six months. They are soaked in hot water, rolled in blankets, dried in the sun, and finally stored in a special kind of room that helps them produce their unique aroma and flavor. 	To get the most out of OpenCourseWare, the best study methods are not necessarily the same as those that work so well in traditional classrooms. One of the main ways in which studying using OCW is different is that under the OCW system, the student is completely responsible for his or her own level of achievement. As there are no grades or degrees to earn under the OCW system, the benefits of the program are completely up to the student. 

If you are studying electronics, for example, you must be able to work with algebra. OCW isn't concerned with whether you received an A+ grade or failed basic algebra. The real question is: Can you do the algebra that is necessary for understanding electronics? If the algebra is causing you trouble, you would probably have to go back and study some algebra courses before moving on to study electronics.
