	       Online videos are nothing new, but with the arrival of youtube and other video sharing sites, they have suddenly become the hottest thing on the Internet. In the past, it was very difficult and expensive to put videos online. And, with the explosion in video camera use over the past few years, people around the world were accumulating millions of hours of video without any way to share their projects with others. 

       Video sharing sites took advantage of this fact by making it very easy for people to upload, share, and show their videos online. The results have been spectacular. youtube currently has an average of 12.5 million visitors a month. These visitors watch more than seventy million videos a day. There are around forty million different videos on youtube, with sixty thousand new videos being uploaded every day. 

       youtube executives estimate that their company could earn as much as US$10 million a month by putting ads at the start of every video. So far, the company hasn't, because it doesn't want to alienate viewers. Instead, it's looking for new and creative ways to get advertisers on board.

	       Recycling involves a series of activities that include collecting recyclable materials, sorting and processing them into raw materials, and then using these materials to make new products. 

       Once recyclable waste is collected, it is then sold to materials recovery facilities. Interestingly, recyclable materials are bought and sold just like any other commodity, and prices often change, depending on market conditions.

       After they are cleaned and separated, the recyclables then undergo the second part of the recycling loop: the production of goods for sale. More and more of today's products are being manufactured with recycled content. Common household items that contain recycled materials include: newspapers and paper towels; aluminum, plastic, and glass soft drink containers; steel cans; and plastic laundry detergent bottles. 

       Purchasing recycled products completes the recycling loop. By "buying recycled," government workers, as well as business people and individual consumers, each play an important role in making the recycling process a success. As consumers demand more environmentally-friendly products, manufacturers will continue to meet that demand by producing high-quality recycled products.

	       Portable communication technologies have long been associated with style and fashion. Many believe that this concept first came into being in 1981, when the Massachusetts Institute of Technology coined the phrase “fashion technology” and defined it as “a computer that is always with you that is comfortable and easy to keep and use.” 

       In 1997, the electronics company Philips created a team of technology, design, and fashion experts to further study this idea. At the time, Philips believed that electronic clothing would one day target three markets: business professionals, young people interested in fashion, and sports enthusiasts. For example, a business user might want a jacket with a built-in computer, while an athlete might want helmets or hats with devices inside that let him talk to other players on the field. 

       Today, that vision has proven to be largely true. As more and more fashion technology devices are made available for each of these target groups, it appears that in a very short time, a great many people are going to be getting wired for style!
