	In the same way that computer technology has changed the way people live, biotechnology is now beginning to change the animal kingdom. While the Americans have developed a super-sized salmon and the Canadians an "EnviroPig" that produces less waste than normal pigs, the Taiwanese are especially known for producing the world’s first bioengineered house pet.
Glowing tropical fish, which were originally created as a research tool at National Taiwan University, were first sold in aquarium shops in 2003 by a Taiwanese company called Taikong. Marketed as “Night Pearls," the fish proved popular in America but did poorly in Europe, where people are by and large opposed to the idea of biotech pets. 
Many Europeans argued that the creation of glowing fish was an abuse of the power humans have over the Earth. Others expressed concerns that if glowing fish became popular, anything could be next – glowing dogs, cats, and one day, maybe even humans. 
Where will the line be drawn, and who will draw it? Whatever the outcome, it is clear that biotechnology is a complicated matter that is exciting to some and worrisome for many others.

	A robotic wine taster, capable of telling the difference between 30 different brands of wines, was recently developed by NEC engineers in Japan. About twice the height of a bottle of wine, the “Wine-bot” uses a small computer to analyze the organic components in liquids and solids and then identify them within 30 seconds.          At present, the robot is programmed with the ability to identify 30 different wines, as well as numerous cheeses and snack foods that go well with wine. 
NEC officials believe that in the future, businesses will be able to use this technology to ensure that wines are authentic before they purchase them in large amounts. 
For consumers, the Wine-bot may one day prove useful as a kind of electronic wine expert. Apart from identifying brands and flavors, the machine can also recommend the right kinds of cheeses to go with different wines.
