Twice-Baked Potatoes
     1 small onion, cut into small pieces
     vegetable oil
     5 large baking potatoes
     ¾ cup milk
     60 ml butter
     10 ml black pepper
     100 ml cheese

Heat oven to medium temperature. Place potatoes on baking rack, and bake for 80 minutes. 

Meanwhile, put a small amount of vegetable oil in a frying pan and cook onions until soft—about 5 minutes. Put cooked onions in a large bowl.
When potatoes are done, cut the top ¼ of the potatoes off, and scoop out the white part. Put into the bowl with the onions. Add milk, butter, salt, and pepper. Mix completely. Add cheese and mix again. 
Put the potato mixture back into the potato shells and bake for 20 minutes until cheese is melted and the top is beginning to turn brown. Remove from oven and eat immediately.
