Corn-based plastics are the first non-petroleum, plant-based plastic to be used widely. But are they as useful and practical as petroleum-based plastics? One might expect that, being made from plant-based materials, corn plastics would be easily biodegradable. Although this would seem to be the case, current corn-based plastics must be transported to special incineration sites and heated in order for decomposition to take place—often consuming greater amounts of petroleum products than were saved by using corn as the primary material. Another disadvantage is that corn-based plastics are heat sensitive. They melt if filled with hot food or placed in a microwave—a quality that limit their usefulness at this stage of development. However, plastic developed from corn has some “green” qualities: it is made from a renewable resource, and it does not emit toxic fumes when it burns. Further, it can biodegrade, albeit with the addition of heat. Are plant-based plastics a green product after all? The informed consumer must weigh the factors and draw his or her own conclusion.
