Spoonbills have white feathers and they have a “spoon” on the end of their bills to search for food. Some spoonbills died in Chiku because of pollution in the water. Taiwan cleaned up the water and now many spoonbills have returned to Chiku. 

3. What are some ways to use the sun and wind for power? 

In a windy place, windmills are used to create wind power. We can also get energy from the sun.  Both are cheap and environmentally-friendly ways to create electricity.

Some people think that wind bells create good fortune.  People pray to the wind bells for happiness and health.  They are an important part of Chinese history.  

5. Who are the Yami people?

The Yami are an indigenous tribe who live on Orchid Island.  They have traditional homes and use handmade boats. They live like their ancestors used to. They eat seafood, taro and some fruits.

Tthat was 45 more than the year before. The future looks better for these birds.

We live like our ancestors used to—a simple lifestyle using traditional methods.  The women are the head of the family in the Yami tribe.  We do everything ourselves, including fishing, building our own homes and making boats. We eat seafood, taro and some fruits.

Windy areas, like Pingtung, are ideal to build windmills.  Windmills are both cheap and simple to build.  The windier the place, the more electricity can be produced. Pingtung County already has street lights that use solar energy. It also heats its swimming pool using the sun’s energy.
